In Israel, Mt. Hermon is located in the northern part of the country and receives 
enough snowfall that there is actually a Ski Resort located on the Israeli-controlled 
portion of the mountain. The snow and rain combine to flow down the mountains 
into several streams and rivers that supply the Sea of Galilee. This body of water, 
surrounded by lush, green hills, is breathtakingly beautiful and full of life.  The Jordan 
River flows out of the Sea of Galilee at the southern end and flows into the Dead Sea. 
Along the way, the Jordan River provides water for people in Israel, The West Bank 
and Jordan. Its ecosystem provides habitat for a wide variety of plants and animals 
and its water is used for agricultural purposes. The Jordan River is a blessing and 
source of life all along its journey into the Dead Sea. However, the Dead Sea, unlike the Sea of Galilee, 
has no outflow; it is stagnant, devoid of life and has an unpleasant odor. This is an allegory for our 
lives as Christians:  
 

¶ Mt. Hermon - We receive blessings from God.  
¶ Sea of Galilee – We are blessed.  
¶ Jordan River – Others are blessed by our outflow.

My Flesh and my heart may fail, but God is the strength of my heart and my portion forever.  Psalm 73:26 

 

The greatest place for our hearts to be is in constant acknowledgment of our 
need for God. Our God never forces His help on us. He never forces us to follow 
His perfect, pleasing will. And He never forces us into the encounters with Him 
we were created for. But, as soon as we acknowledge our need of Him, His love 
comes rushing in, satisfying every dry and weary place of our heart. 
 

In Luke 10:38-42, we find one of the most important lessons in all of Scripture.
